All materials, including letters of recommendations must be received by 11:59 PM CT 
on March 1, 2021 for consideration.

A 
Parent/Guardian of the Applying Student must sign and date the Notice and 
Permission Form and upload the signed copy for the student to be eligible for 
selection. 

Letter of Recommendation

recommendation must be received by the March 1 deadline for your application to 
be complete.

Whatever you choose, please follow these rules: 

• The file must be a single PDF. A PDF with several pages, such as a slideshow, 
is ok. 

• Do not include any images or pictures of yourself in the file. 
• Do not include any links to external websites in your file. 
• Your file should be a static, printable image. Do not include any videos or gifs 

in your file.

1. What opportunities for entrepreneurship do you see where you live? 
2. What about your community inspires you, or shows you places where you can 

innovate? 
3. What skills and talents do you want to develop in this program? What skills do 

you have now, or what skills would you want to gain from this program?

5. What do you want to accomplish? What hopes and dreams do you want to 

achieve? 
6. How has your community impacted you? How has where you live shaped 

your perspectives or your talents?
