Organizations interested in applying for the FY 2026 Partnerships for Opportunity and Workforce and Economic Revitalization (POWER) funding opportunity must first email a summary of their project to the state program manager of the state or states impacted by the proposed project and then submit a letter of intent (LOI) via Pathways by May 22, 2026, at 5 p.m. ET. Before completing these steps, please ensure you have read through the POWER notice of solicitation of applications (NOSA). 
Emailing your state program manager(s) (SPM): Before submitting a LOI, every applicant is required to email a summary of their project to the SPM of the state or states impacted by the project proposal. The summary should explain how the project aligns with the state’s economic development priorities, outline all committed and pending partners, and summarize key activities in the project design. While optional, this resource is available to help applicants summarize their projects and share with SPMs via email. Contact information for all SPMs can be found here: state program managers. 
ARC strongly encourages you to reach out to your SPM(s) as soon as you can. State program managers field many inquiries from constituents across their state and may not be able to respond to you immediately. Build in extra time for this outreach and do not wait until the last minute to reach out.
Submitting your LOI: Applicants must submit a LOI via Pathways for both implementation and planning project applications by May 22, 2026, at 5 p.m. ET. The LOI should be submitted by the projects intended lead organization. This resource can inform the contents of the LOI.
Submitting this template to an SPM or ARC staff does not fulfill the requirement to submit an LOI via Pathways.
